Cost and Rules
For lapping on a Sunday the cost is $100 (if entered Friday by 5 p.m. prior to event), $120 on site.  
The cost for lapping on Friday is $80 (if entered Thursday prior to event) and $80 on Monday (if 
entered Saturday prior to event) or $100 on site for seven sessions.   Appropriate racing apparel is 
required.  No rider will be allowed on the track without the proper track access sticker.  Anyone 
going on track without this sticker will be ejected from the facility without refund.  You must ride in 
your appropriate group unless special permission is granted by Hallett officials.  You will be 
required to sign a release. If it is your first time at Hallett, we require you to go out with the HART 
group for your first session.
